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First, open up monitor config - it's in Start > Settings > Settings Manger, then open the Display item.

Make sure both your displays are on. 

Then, open a terminal and run this:

xrandr

The output will look something like this:

Then, run the following, changing VGA1 and LVDS1 to match the appropriate display:

xrandr --output VGA1 --left-of LVDS1

Note that you can move change --left-of to --right-of.

Now, it should work, but you've still got one problem.

It will disappear after you logout. So, you need to add it to your login items.

Head over to Start > Settings > Settings Manger, then open "Session and Startup", add the above 
command to your login items, and you're good to go!

You can also install arandr to check your xrandr output via a GUI
